Enjoy the extravaganza. Youʼll never be bored by this buffet of art offerings. (Period 1)

ART SCRAPBOOK - Make the most of your memories and memorabilia. Gluing, cutting, drawing and writing, 
weʼll make your scrapbooks a treasure for the rest of your life. (Period 5)

BUILDING SETS - Work collaboratively, be part of the musical, create something bigger then yourself. In this 
class we will learn new skills about designing and building under careful supervision. (Period 3)

CARTOONING - Toon in, take off, create all kinds of cartoons from your imagination. Be the hero of your own 
cartoonaverse! (Period 5)

CLAY - A fabulous way to use your fingers - squishing the mud, making gifts or creatures; practical or fantastical. 
Youʼll be in charge of molding the clay, day after day. (Period 1 & 5)

CULINARY ARTS - This will be the most delicious class offered this summer. Not only making edible art works 
but illustrating your own cook book. Tell your taste buds the party is about to start! (Period 3)

DRAW, PAINT & COLLAGE - Improve your art skills and explore new techniques and approaches. Your creative 
genius will be explored daily with each assignment as paper and brush, pencils, scissors and your brain all 
converge for a creative blast. (Period 3)

PAINTING POWER - Beautiful colors, bold strokes, begin your painting adventure and celebrate the artistic 
places youʼll go in this class. (Period 2)

PRINTMAKING - T-shirts, greeting cards, fine art, stencils. Explore this incredible art form like never before with 
our printmaking master, Nancy. (Period 6)

SOAPSTONE CARVING - Master sculptors and beginners are all welcome to form this beautiful soft green rock 
into a masterpiece . Using files, saw, sandpaper and patience, youʼll chat away the afternoon under the trees 
while magically transforming the stone. (Period 6)

COSTUMES/TEXTILES  DEPARTMENT
COSTUMES - Calling all designers, sewers, gluers, and people with lots of creative ideas to help make the 
costumes for the musical and other shows. Sewing skills a plus but not mandatory!  (Period 2)

FASHION DESIGN - Design your own fashions from scratch. Anything is possible! Each student will work on his/
her own fashion designs and present them at the Noontime Show or on Festival Day. Strike a pose, wearing your 
very own creation. Previous sewing experience strongly encouraged. (Period 1)

SOFT MONSTERS - Let your imagination run wild! Foam and fabric, paint and elastic – monsters and creatures 
will come to life. We will draw, pattern and build our own big soft sculptures. Where are the wild things? In the 
Textiles Room! (Period 6)
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RECYCLED FASHION – Starting with thrift store finds or castaways from your own closets, this class will make 
old clothes into new. Create fashion for Summer 2011 by decorating your new look with trim, paint and a bit of 
ingenuity. Come and be a trendsetter! Sewing experience preferred. (Period 5)

DANCE DEPARTMENT
AFRO-HAITIAN DANCE - Come and enjoy this mix of West African and Haitian/Caribbean moves. No experience 
necessary; just a love of music & movement! (Period 2)

DANCE COMPANY - Love to dance? Can't sit still? Be a member of the Summer Arts Dance Company and have 
original choreography created just for you. We will explore both technique and improvisation. Previous dance 
experience is suggested. (Period 6)

HIP-HOP - Learn Hip-Hop and street funk choreography, dance to the latest tunes and get a great workout at the 
same time. (Period 5)   

MUSICAL THEATER PRODUCTION - (See Drama Dept.) (Periods 2 & 3)

ZUMBA! - Come on into the world of Zumba, Merengue, Cumbia, Harchata and Reggaeton in the most fun 
workout youʼll ever have! (Period 1) 

DRAMA DEPARTMENT
BUILDING SETS - Work collaboratively, be part of the musical, create something bigger then yourself. In this 
class we will learn new skills about designing and building under careful supervision. (Period 3)

MINI MUSICAL (Ages 6-10) - Despite the name, there's nothing small about this project! The Mini Musical class 
will work together to create a show based on a popular story, complete with original songs and choreography. No 
previous experience necessary. The final product will be performed at the Arts Festival.  (Period 1)

MUSICAL THEATER PRODUCTION - Calling all actors & singers; come and be part of the dynamic production 
that will open and close our Arts Festival on the big stage! Weʼll have it all: a music director, choreographer, stage 
manager, costume designer, set designer, lighting designer and most importantly, YOU! Weʼll perform an original 
musical and bring down the house with our innovative, unique stellar production. This class takes up TWO 
PERIODS a day. Come prepared for low-key auditions the first day; bring a monologue or poem to read and a 
song to sing. This production has extra rehearsals after camp the last week. (Periods 2 & 3)

PERFORMANCE ART - It is a wild performance adventure, using media, music and musings. We will dig deep 
into our minds to find the amazing ways in which we can make unusual, absurd, out-of-the-box thinking into 
something to mystify and energize the audience! (Period 1)

ROCK OPERA (Ages 11-15) - Part drama, part music, all attitude.  The Rock Opera class will come together to 
create a fantastically melodramatic original show, complete with over-the-top costumes, heart-wrenching ballads, 
and fully-charged choreography guaranteed to bring down the house. Together weʼll write the music & lyrics and 
perform our masterpiece on Festival Day. (Period 6)

THEATRE OF THE ABSURD - OK, we know there is a little absurdity in all of us. So why not tap into it, let it 
spring forth and watch it evolve into a wild performance that will look at the world from the inside out? Shake up 
your brain and be a star in an absurd masterpiece! (Period 5)
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STORY THEATRE (Ages 6-10)  - A Dr. Seuss book, a Robert McCloskey story, what will it be? Come and help 
pick the story we will make into a play. Everyone will be a part of the magic of making a book come to life and 
weʼll perform our tale at the Noontime Show and on Festival Day. (Period 3)

STAGE MAKE-UP - Ghouls, rock stars, beauty queens, senior citizens, clowns and cats: weʼll create them all, 
using our own faces as palettes. Come learn the basics of stage make-up and have a blast transforming who you 
are every day of the week. (Period 6)

MEDIA DEPARTMENT
ACTION FILM ADVENTURE - Get ready to have the camp on the edge of their seats!  In this class we will create 
a mystery/comedy/ action film. You will be the directors/producers and stars of this zany production. Weird 
costumes, ray guns and chase scenes could be part of the action. (Period 3)

ANIMATION - Do you like creating drawings, collages, or clay sculptures? Animation brings your creations to life! 
In Animation we'll be making abstract images, cartoons, and sculpted characters and putting them in motion. 
Through individual and group projects we'll be doing flipbooks, claymation and more! (Period 2)

COMPUTER ANIMATION - If you like to draw, animate, use the computer or come up with crazy cartoon 
creations, computer animation is the class for you! We'll learn all the necessary digital tools for doing some super 
fun animation and experimentation! (Period 6)

THE MOCKUMENTARY - The audience will be aching with laughter but wondering what is real and what isnʼt in 
this comedy film production. Fake or made-up events are presented in a “documentary” format.  We will choose a 
topic, blend scripted and improvised interviews, shoot and edit our very own mockumentry that will keep us and 
the audience laughing. (Period 5)

DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHY - Do you like taking pictures? In this class you will learn how to take pictures with your 
digital camera that you never knew you or your camera could take! Learn the basics of photoshop and image 
manipulation to create unique, eye catching images. Over the course of this class, we will combine images with 
music to create computer generated slideshows for the whole world to see! (Period 1, 2)

ONE MINUTE MOVIE - Edit and film your own short movies. Youʼll have artistic control. No big studio holding you 
back. Some film making experience suggested. (Period 6)

MUSIC DEPARTMENT
“GLEE” CLUB - Rock, pop, folk, a cappella, showtunes...in this class we'll sing it all. Come and let your voice 
soar! We'll perform our songs in Noontime Shows and on Festival Day. (Period 1)

JAZZ & BLUES BAND - Learn to improvise. All instruments are welcome (including voice). We will play familiar 
tunes and music you may have never heard. Minimum two years of experience on your instrument. Please 
specify your instrument on the class sign-up sheet. (Period 1)

MINI MUSICAL (Ages 6-10) - (see Drama Dept. for description) (Period 1)

MUSICAL THEATRE PRODUCTION - (see Drama Dept.) (Periods 2 & 3)
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PLANET ROCK - Play in a band! We will play all kinds of popular music ranging from rock (classic, indie, folk), 
soul, hip-hop, and reggae. Minimum two years of practice on your instrument. Weʼll perform at Noontime Shows 
and of course on Festival Day. Please specify your instrument on the class sign-up sheet. (Period 3)

ROCK OPERA (Ages 11-15) - (see Drama dept.) (Period 6)

SONGWRITING - Write your own songs, and perform your favorite one at the Noontime Show or on Festival Day.  
For inspiration, weʼll listen to songwriters from Joni Mitchell to Joanna Newsom, John Lennon to Jeff Tweedy.
Note: experience on a chordal instrument (piano, guitar, banjo, harp, etc.) is preferable, but all aspiring 
songwriters are welcome. Please specify your instrument on the class sign-up sheet. (Period 6)

UNPLUGGED - Who needs electricity? In this class, weʼll play music the way it used to be played, unplugged and 
acoustic. But that doesnʼt mean the music itself will be old! We will cover a variety of genres, including acoustic 
versions of electric songs. Please specify your instrument on the class sign-up sheet. (Period 5)

SPORTS  DEPARTMENT
BATTER UP! - Swing for the fences while playing two different games each day.  If the game uses a bat and a 
ball, we play it ! Play whiffle ball, softball, monsterball, pickle, home-run derby, tennis ball baseball, among others.  
All ability levels will have fun in this action packed class. (Period 2)

GAME ON! - If you like to run around and play games, then this class is for you. Game On plays favorites 
including Capture the Flag, Dr. Dodgeball, Ultimate Football, Kickball, Dr. Ultimate Flagball, and Steal the Bacon,  
among many others. Learn how to play new games while also playing some of your old favorites. Every day 
brings new and exciting group games. Ready, set, GAME ON! (Period 3)

HOOPS AND MORE - Have fun improving your basketball skills through drills, small games and scrimmages. 
Experienced coaches combine court games with fun games off the court to make HOOPS AND MORE exciting 
and fresh every day. (Period 5)

SOCCER - Have fun working on your soccer skills and playing games in a supportive environment. Daily warm-
ups and exercises lead to full field scrimmages. Everyone plays with a goal of advancing both your skill and 
enjoyment of soccer. (Period 1)

SWIMMING DEPARTMENT
All of the swimming courses are taught by certified Red Cross instructors.

POOL GAMES - Cool down at the end of the day and come play water games at the swimming pool.  We have a 
variety of activities to offer: water polo, water volleyball, relay races, treasure hunts and more in this chilled-out  
class. (Period 6)

SWIMMING LEVELS 1 & 2 - This class will encourage students to be safe and comfortable moving around in the 
water and changing their body position in the pool. Students will learn to put their faces in the water, and float on 
their stomach and back. In addition, we will develop a foundation of safety skills and learn fundamental rescue 
techniques. (Period 5)
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SWIMMING LEVEL 3 - Students will learn the front crawl stroke, the back crawl stroke, and the elementary 
backstroke. You must already be comfortable floating and putting your faces in the water. In this class, you will 
learn new skills to add to your swimming confidence. (Period 3)

SWIMMING LEVEL 4 - Students will learn to swim the breaststroke and sidestroke while working to perfect the 
front crawl stroke, the back crawl stroke, and the elementary backstroke. Students in this class must already be 
comfortable swimming in water deeper than 5 feet.  Students should also be comfortable swimming at least one 
lap (non-stop) of the front crawl and back crawl strokes. (Period 3)

SWIMMING LEVEL 5 - Students will be introduced to the butterfly while working to perfect the front crawl stroke, 
back crawl stroke, elementary backstroke, breaststroke, and sidestroke. Students in this class must be 
comfortable swimming at least 2 laps of the front crawl and back crawl strokes.  You should also be comfortable 
swimming at least one lap of elementary backstroke, sidestroke, and breaststroke. (Period 2)

SWIMMING LEVEL 6 - Students will work to perfect all swimming strokes and increase their efficiency and 
endurance by swimming long distances. Advanced rescue techniques are taught here as well.   Students should 
be comfortable swimming at least 2 laps (non-stop) of all swimming strokes. (Period 2)

WRITING DEPARTMENT
CREATIVE WRITING - Where Noun meets Verb, Truth meets Beauty, and Form and Chaos work it out!  Come 
put pencil to paper, noticing how the graphite feels as it slips along and into the stream, starting to spin on the 
surface, and under a bridge of ancient stones...wait, where was I? If you love to write fiction and poetry, come 
share your gifts. The other writers in the class will be glad you did. (Period 2)

NEWSPAPER - The Summer Arts daily newspaper, to be named by class members, will say what's REALLY 
going on, from more angles than you thought possible. You'll choose for your news-beat an area of most interest 
to you. You'll cover the world of imagination as well as the real world. You'll get out a newspaper every day no 
matter what it takes. Start being a real-world writer.  Be a part of a team. Have a blast. Join our newspaper! 
(Period 3)

STORY BLOG - We will each set up a blog, making all the decisions one needs to make: Who gets to see it?  
What should it look like?  What should the ratio of words to images be? Then we'll write stories, stories that will 
keep the blog's followers coming back each day for more, to find out what happens, to check out your way of 
seeing the world, and to see the surprising way you've combined images with your story. (Period 6)
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
